Music:
Cassettes or normal speed of CDs. The music recordings must state the full name of the
competitor, category and the name of the club and country.

Judges:

The participating clubs may propose a judge, at least qualified as judge for national
competitions. The Organizer reserves the right to select the judges. If a foreign judge is sent
by a foreign competitor, the latter will be responsible of the judge’s travel. Each ISU Member
may propose one ISU recognized Controller and ISU recognized Technical Specialist. In
case of too many nominations the first entered will have the priority. The officials nominated
will be informed after the closing date of entries. The Organizer will cover the expenses of
hotel accommodation for the Referees, Judges, Technical Controllers and Technical
Specialists.

Expenses:

The Organizer can not pay any expenses for the participants.

Entry fee:

The entry fee is 40 euros for skaters who have Finnish Star-evaluation and 45 euros for
skaters with ISU evaluation. The entry fee must be paid in advance to Vaasan Luistinkerho’s
account number in Vaasan Osuuspankki 567008-452680 or in cash on Friday, November
16, 2007 , before the official draw at Vaasa Arena Ice rink.

- 3 different spins (one combination spin with min 2 rev / spin in each position ttl min 8 rev,
change of foot not compulsory, 1 one position/foot spin with at least 5 rev and one optional
spin)

- Step sequence (straight-line, circular or serpentine), a spiral position in order to be counted
should be held for at least 3 seconds

- additional spiral sequence covering max. 2/3 of skating rink

Free skating program, time 3 min 30 sec (+/- 10 sec) girls and boys

There shall be:

- maximum of 7 jump elements one of which must be Axel type of jump,

- at least 1 jump combination and total maximum 3 jump combinations or jump sequences
(one jump sequence or combination is calculated as one jump element)

- such jumps with three or over three rev. can only be repeated in jump sequence or jump
combination. Only two attempts of the same triple or quad jump can be accepted.

- 1 jump combination with 3 jumps allowed, other combinations with max 2 jumps

- 3 different spins (one combination spin with min 2 rev / spin in each position ttl min 10 rev,
change of foot not compulsory, 1 one position/foot spin with at least 5 rev and one optional
spin)

- Step sequence (straight-line, circular or serpentine), a spiral position in order to be counted
should be held for at least 3 seconds, min one change of foot

- each double or triple jump can be repeated only once except if it is repeated in jump
sequence or jump combination

- there should be 4 different double jumps in the program

- no deduction for fallen jump if named as double Axel or triple jump
